It is the responsibility of all Continuing Education (CE) authors and providers to review and
comply with the most current version of this policy, which is included in NAPNAP’s CE
Guidelines and reviewed annually by the CE committee.

A large language model (LLM) is a type of artificial intelligence (Al) program that can recognize
and generate text, among other tasks.

NOTE: For this policy, Al refers to generative large language model (LLM) Al tools (e.g., GPT
series (like GPT-4 and GPT-3), Gemini, Llama, etc.) and does not include grammar-checking
software (e.g., QuillBot, LanguageTool, Grammarly, etc.), citation software (e.g., Zotero,
Mendeley, End Note, etc.) or plagiarism detectors (e.g., Grammarly, Turnitin, Quetext, etc.).

Generative Al Utilization:

CE authors may use generative-Al tools in a supportive role during the development of
NAPNAP-accredited CE programs, but generative Al may not be used to compose or finalize
programmatic content. Any content generated by generative Al should undergo subject matter
expert review to ensure it is current, applicable and factual per evidence-based practice and
guidelines. The unique creative contributions and experiential insights of pediatric subject matter
experts are irreplaceable and integral to the unique offerings of NAPNAP-accredited CE
programs. Any assistance from Al must be upheld to standards of intellectual integrity, including
truthfulness of information, originality of content and fair representation. All information should
include accurate citations that rely on credible sources.

Al Disclosure Requirement:

CE authors and providers must disclose the use of generative Al in the development of CE
materials (including, but not limited to, presentation slides, posters, abstracts, post-assessment
questions and survey or evaluation questions.

Disclosure should acknowledge how Al was used, including:

e specifying the name of the Al tool

e alink to the tool's website

e adescription of the type of task the tool was used to accomplish (e.g., generate text,
images, and/or code, edit text, etc.)

e a list of the specific prompt(s) used

¢ an explanation of how the output was used in the final product

The disclosure must also document that the Al-assisted content has been thoroughly reviewed
by a subject matter expert, and is accurate, validated and evidence-based. It is recommended
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that Al-generated content be adapted and/or paraphrased to avoid direct quotes. If it is being
directly quoted, then APA 7th ed. direct quote format should be utilized.

Recommended format of disclosure: | acknowledge the use of [insert Al tool(s) and

link] to assist with [specific use of generative Al]. The prompts used include: [list of prompts].
The output from these prompts was used to [explain use]. As the presentation author, | have
reviewed and edited all Al-assisted content to ensure its accuracy alignment with current
evidence-based practice.

The ‘Use of Al' disclosure should appear at the beginning of the presentation slides on the
disclosure slide with the presenter’s financial disclosure. If direct quotes, paraphrases or image
content are derived directly from Al tools, then appropriate citations should appear on specific
slides.

CE authors are required to keep all Al supporting materials, so they are available upon request
for review by NAPNAP or accrediting organizations

Copyrights:
Authors must check the terms and conditions of any Al tool that is used.

In the use of Al-generated images, figures and tables, CE authors are responsible for securing
any necessary usage rights or copyright permissions. Before including Al-generated images, CE
authors should consider if the inclusion of the image is necessary and if it benefits the
presentation. Any image or graphic included must be properly attributed and cited.
